Sent out praises to Chief De Lucca and Asst. Chief Cadavid for their new positions. 

Also spoke on Dina Nicolella’s letter – and the issue of hedge heights, specifically the side yard hedge height has been an issue in Town. Hedges in Town are getting a little bit out of control. Recommended the Council bring this up as a discussion item at one of the upcoming council meetings.

*** Fiscal Year 2014/2015 Proposed Budget Presentation

Went through a brief presentation of the pivotal aspects of the Town’s budget for F/Y 2014-2015. Allocated 2.5% COLA for general employees and allocated a 2.5% COLA for union employees, although the contract has not been approved or finalized as of yet. This budget is not balanced, and Town is tapping into reserves to balance it. Stated that the Council will be receiving the budget on or before September 2nd for the Council’s review prior to the September 9th first budget hearing. 
Mayor Singer asked that the Administration provide the Council with the financials prior to September 2nd. 
Dr. Beny Rub, 698 North Island Drive – requested to make a brief presentation on behalf of the Sunny Isles Beach Trust Fund. Requested that a letter he read into the record be published in the Town’s newsletter. Dr. Rub requested the Town’s support with his initiative for Golden Beach to raise $20,000 to the 2014-2015 academic school year.  

Mayor Singer also requested that this information be included in the Town’s newsletter. 

Dr. Rub asked that the Town’s contribution be kept separate from the money that is being raised. Also stated that the Trust Fund has requested that someone from Golden Beach join the trust fund. Councilmember Lusskin stated that she would join as long as it is not a conflict with her position as a Councilmember.

Town Manager requested that the remaining two discussion items be moved to the September meeting.
