Town Manager Alexander Diaz noted a scribner’s error on the agenda, sponsor should read Mayor Glenn Singer not Town Administration.
Councilmember Bernstein voiced concern that a blanket policy banning smoking Town-wide may be unfair.  He could understand banning smoking at the beach, the kid parks, tennis courts, but thought smoking on right-of-ways, sidewalks and streets should be permitted as long as smokers were cleaning up after themselves.
Vice Mayor Einstein agreed with concerns over beaches but asked if smoking on sidewalks was a big enough problem to warrant legislation.

Town Attorney Brett Schneider said there is State law that could preempt the Ordinance, so there is a possibility that any action taken under the ordinace could be challenged.  There are State laws in place saying smoking regulation lies in the State’s hands, not local those of municipalities.
Councilmember Lusskin inquired how this would affect staff at Town Hall.

Town Manager Alexander Diaz mentioned staff is encouraged not to smoke, and those who do must do it outside the limits of Town, beyond the South Gate.  He addressed fines for anyone cited for smoking in Town.  The first offense would be a warning, the second offense would be $250.00 (as it is a health related offense) and the third offense would be $500.00.  It would be a violation of the Town’s code, not a criminal offense and could be appealed to a Special Magistrate.
Councilmember Isackson-Rojas asked if limiting the Ordinance to crucial areas would limit the likelihood of someone challenging the law, and pointed out that selective enforcement of the code would set a bad precedent. 

Mayor Singer proposed to amend the Ordinance to reflect more specified areas.  Smoking is prohibited in any Town parks, any sidewalks that cross through or surround parks, and on the beach/sandways enforceable up to the state shoreline.
