AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF GOLDEN BEACH, FLORIDA, AMENDING CHAPTER 66, “ZONING,” ARTICLE IV “SUPPLEMENTARY DISTRICT REGULATIONS”, DIVISION 11 “ACCESSORY BUILDINGS”, TO PERMIT ROOFTOP TERRACES AND ELEVATORS PROVIDING ROOFTOP ACCESS FOR RESIDENTIAL STRUCTURES; PROVIDING FOR LIMITATIONS ON SUCH USE; PROVIDING FOR IMPLEMENTATION; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

The motion passed.

Stephen Helfman spoke on changes made to the Ordinance since the last reading.

Mayor Singer proposed the idea that the Ordinance could be amended from the current draft to allow homes that are not built to the setback boundaries to have balconies that could be built up to the setbacks, as long as they don’t protrude into setbacks.  After discussion, it was decided that a variance for affected properties would be the most appropriate way to handle the issue, as it would likely be uncommon.  Mayor Singer also raised a question as to why the Ordinance should limit terraces to 1,000 square feet.
Stephen Helfman explained the current draft of the Ordinance repeats that restriction that was previously approved regarding rooftop terraces in Zone 1 (ocean-front areas).  The restriction also came from a recommendation from the Town’s Building Regulatory Advisory Board.

Councilmember Bernstein said the restriction was a residual leftover of the Zone 1 Ordinance and suggested keeping the 1,000 square foot rule only to rooftop terraces (highest of roofs) on ocean-front properties and anything lower than the top level should not be restricted by the 1,000 square foot rule. Rooftop terraces are not allowed at all in Zones 2 and 3, so there would be no need to place 1,000 square foot restrictions on terraces for those areas.
Councilmember Isackson-Rojas asked about the 10-foot buffer from the edge of the building that was implemented around the perimeter of terraces to consider safety and privacy. She also asked if the 50% rule regarding the ratio of terrace area to habitable area would still be implemented.  
Stephen Helfman said the 50% rule would be removed from the Ordinance.

Councilmember Isackson-Rojas voiced a concern that removing restrictions that had been set up by the original drafting of the Ordinance will weaken the protection for privacy that residents had requested.

Councilmember Lusskin agreed that changes being discussed are dramatically different from the revisions that were agreed upon at the previous meeting. She thought it was unfair to residents who had considered those requested revisions to be “a done deal.”

Stephen Helfman said rooftop terraces in Zone 1 will remain unchanged from previous ruling.  Balconies, either cantilevered or sub-rooftop terraces are permitted in Zones 2 and 3, and must be accessible from habitable spaces (no elevator overrides for Zones 2 and 3, but staircases are allowed).  The percentage of space useable for terrace versus habitable space seems to still need definition, which will be part of the next revision of the Ordinance.  The subsequent revisions would be open to discussion by Council, staff and the public at the next Town Council Meeting.
Dr. Beny Rub, 690 North Island Drive asked if balconies could have roofs.
Mayor Singer said yes, balconies can be covered.
Mr. Jacob, 699 Ocean Boulevard asked about rooftop access and safety for maintenance purposes.
Stephen Helfman said the possibility of maintenance workers accessing a rooftop does not require railings to be installed along the perimeter of a rooftop, and that the safety of workers working on a roof is a contractor issue, not a resident issue.

Mayor Singer requested the Town Attorney conduct additional research into the matter.

Stephen Helfman suggested to make access to roofs permissible for maintenance purposes but not as a space for habitable entertaining.

Bryan Pravda, Architect, Oppenheim Architecture and Design asked that the Council consider clarifying the terms of balconies versus terraces in the Code.

The motion to close the item and continue the item at the next meeting was made by Mayor Singer, seconded by Vice Mayor Einstein.
